F. No. IIITD/New Statutes/56/2011/2994.—In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (c) of sub-section 2
of section 18 read with sections 22 and 23 of the IIIT (Indraprastha Institute of Information Technology)-Delhi Act, 2007
(Delhi Act 5 of 2008), the Board of Governors of the IIIT Delhi, with the prior approval of the chancellor, hereby, makes
the following Statute regarding “Composition of Senate and term of office of its members”, namely :—

1. Short title and Commencement.—(1) This Statute may be called the IIIT (Indraprashta Institute of
Information and Technology)-Delhi Statute-35.

(2) 1t shall come into force on the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Composition of Senate and term of office of its members.—(1) Senate shall consist of no less than 20 and no
more than 40 members.

2. At least half of the members will be full time faculty members of the Institute, and at least one fourth will
be members who are not faculty of the Institute.

3. It will comprise of persons, in the following categories; namely:—

The Director, who shall be the Chairman of the Senate;
Academic functionaries of the Institute;

Faculty members from the Institute;

Academicians from other institutions like IITs / IIITs;
Experts from Companies or Labs;

Alumni of the Institute;

Student representatives (at least two) as special invitees for meetings where students inputs are
desirable;

The Registrar as non-voting Secretary of the Senate;
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i)  The senate can also co-opt other members for limited term, or for some meetings where special
issues are being discussed.

4. The quorum for passing resolutions in the Senate will be one-third of the voting members.

5. Tenure of each nominated member shall be two years, fifty per cent of which will be changed every year.
The retiring member can be re-nominated.

6. Members in each category shall be nominated by the existing Senate.

7. The number of members from each category will be decided by the Board. The composition decided will be
subject to review every two years.

F. No. IIITD/New Statutes/56/2011/2995.—In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (c) sub-section 2(d)
of section 18 read with section 22 and 23 of the IIIT (Indraprastha Institute of Information Technology)-Delhi Act, 2007
(Delhi Act 5 of 2008), the Board of Governors of the IIIT Delhi, with the prior approval of the chancellor, hereby, makes
the following Statute “Process for Appointment of Chairman, Board of Governors of IIIT-Delhi”, namely:—

(1) Short title and Commencement.—This Statute may be called the IIIT (Indraprashta Institute of
Information and Technology)-Delhi Statute-34.

(2) It shall come into force on the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
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1. Process for Appointment of Chairman, Board of Governors of IIIT-Delhi:—

(1) The Chancellor will constitute a five member Search cum Selection Committee consisting of one member of
the Board nominated by the Board, two eminent persons nominated by the Board, and two e minent persons
nominated by the Chancellor. The Chancellor will nominate one of these five members to Chair the committee.

(2) The committee will seek nominations from the Director, Board members, present and past Chairman, and
eminent academicians and professionals. Committee members may also suggest suitable candidates.

(3) From the nominations, the committee will shortlist three potential nominees. It may, if necessary, interact
with the panel of candidates as it deems appropriate. It will send the names and brief resumes of the three
candidates to the Chancellor.

(4) The Chancellor may appoint the Chairman of the Board from this panel, or may seek additional names from
the committee.
